	It is always recommended that a protective laminate or backer be applied to the printed surface. Always use pressure sensitive laminates and a roll fed laminator. Hand application of the laminate is not recommended. The print should be dry to the touch before laminating. After laminating, allow the panel to lay flat for a minimum of 2 hours cure time before trimming or rolling.  Ideally, the panel should be allowed to cure for 24 hours prior to trimming or rolling. A standard mounting adhesive is recommended when mounting to substrates such as PVC, acrylic, etc. Never use an optically clear adhesive on the coated side of this product. When trimming graphics, always cut the softer, thinner material first.  With a freshly sharpened blade, cut using a straight edge on tempered glass.  

	Color/Texture 
	Clear polycarbonate film with a velvet textured first surface and a polished second surface. A white translucent or clear printable coating is applied to the polished surface.

Rolls are supplied with the coated surface wound out. When rolling graphics, always roll so that the thinner material is on the outside surface of the roll. Shipping/storage tubes should be at least 12” in diameter.
